I'll get back to you on this.The other thing I'm going to do is create a portable dollhouse
in a small suitcase or metal lunch box. | will make interchangeable scenes to velcro to the back
using ideas from the "Fabric Relief Scenes" section in the book.Do not hesitate to buy this book and
