The seeming rushed nature was undoubtedly caused by the

need to get the book into the public's hands quickly while the topic is very hot and current.4. Author

Cockburn pontificates a lot!5. There is some, but not nearly enough background information on the

major groups that make up this unbelievably messy conflict.Patrick Cockburn is clearly a capable

expert and writer on this extremely important group and associated Middle East issues. I hope he

will either clean up this book or take more time and write a more comprehensive and clear follow-up

book.
