They employed a politically astute

brand of thuggery and spent $10 million to put a president in power. Although the godfathers from

Cali preferred bribery over violence, their many loyal torturers and hit men were never idle.

Attwood does a great job of describing

the Cali cartel, who are the focus of Narcos seasons three and four. Unlike Pablo Escobar, not

much has been written about the Cali cartel, and Attwood brings everything up-to-date with a

fast-paced story that had me hooked from beginning to end.

It is fast-paced and extremely readable and will leave you

with a much deeper understanding of the issues and the negative consequences of drugs

prohibition.
