of the test and can clearly make or break your success taking it.

If you haven’t heard of the TASC before, it is a new high school equivalency test. As of the date of
this review, you can take the TASC instead of the GED in about 14 states. The TASC options
include test that are large print, audio, hard copy, online, Braille and in spanish.TASC for Dummies
is very comprehensive and well formatted. This book covers the following:1. How to understand the
TAS, best prepare for it and how to maximize your scores.2. Study guides for reading, writing, math,
history, social studies, government, geography, economics, physical science, life science, and earth
and space science. The study guides are very specific and detailed.3. Two practice test with answer
keys and explanations for the answers. | think the explanations are one of the best things about this
book!This book would be invaluable to any person wanting to take this exam. There are sections on
the exam that | was surprised to find, like global warming and the big bang theory. Both are
presented as facts, not theories. Also there are statements in the government section regarding

political parties which seem to over generalize things like the statement "African Americans as a



block of voters have been voting heavily democratic since 1936, a pretty broad statement
considering the Voting Rights Act wasn’t passed until 1965. In the government section you will also
find the "The Tea Party...refusal to compromise on any issue has led to much of the gridlock that
has paralyzed congress the last few years." You will need to know this in order to do well on these
sections of the test.l found the text to be very complete and easy to follow. Not only is this a great
book for students, but | think it would be a wonderful resource for libraries, parents, and social

service programs that help teens and struggling adults.
