It had been quite a
while since | originally read it, so | wasn’t sure if | would still like it. 'm happy to say that it was a
thoroughly enjoyable book. | read some of the negative reviews, and while some criticisms may be
valid, | didn’t find anything in the book that detracted from my enjoyment.I've visited Savannah
several times, but am not very familiar with its geography and police department. | suppose
mistakes made in the book would irritate someone who is familiar with those areas, but they didn’t
bother me. | have been irritated by authors who place ports in landlocked cities and commit other
major faux-pas, but | can live with minor glitches. As for Savannah not having full time hostage
negotiators, | allow literary license in fiction, as long as it isn’t too egregious. In this case, it added to
the story and | could easily suspend disbelief.l liked Phoebe, Duncan and their friends and family.
Sometimes when reading fiction, | just want to relax and escape from real life. Maybe the characters
were not realistic, but it was nice to imagine that such loveable characters exist. Who wouldn’t want
to meet a man like Duncan, or have such loving and supportive family and friends? Romance
readers love heroes who are vampires, shape shifters, demons, ghosts, time-travellers, super
heroes, royalty, and a myriad of other types of heroes, so why not a multi-millionaire with a heart of
gold? Also most people who read romances expect a bit of fantasy like love at first sight and | love
that particular scenario. | know it isn’t realistic, but | don’t read romances for realism. Since this book
is romantic suspense and not a straightforward romance, | expect some violence and language. |
didn’t feel either was over done and | enjoyed the element of suspense. There was a good amount
of tension but not so much as in a thriller. | enjoyed the chapters that presented the villain’s point of
view and motivation, which added depth to the story. Those chapters managed to reval a lot about
the villain without revealing his or her identity.There were flaws that | considered to be minor and
which did not detract from the story. | absolutely hated 'Black Hills’, so | am not a non-judgmental
reader of Nora Roberts’ books.

From 2007, this book features one of the author’s kick-a$$ heroines who is also a damsel in distress
on multiple occasions. It's a win-win for readers who like romantic suspense with a guaranteed
happy ending after all sorts of mayhem. Phoebe is a hostage negotiator in Savannah. She has a lot
to juggle in daily life, including an agoraphobic mother, an ex-husband who doesn’t care about their
child, and an insubordinate cop with a serious anger management problem. Then she meets
Duncan. He’s laid back where she’s tightly wound. He’s rich, having won a multi-million dollar
lottery. And he’s gorgeous and willing to fight for her. Then there’s Carly, the 7-year-old daughter,
Essie, the mother, Ava, the family friend (female), Dave, the family friend (male), Carter (the brother)
and his wife Josie, Duncan’s friend Phin and his wife and mother...lots of characters. And a fair
amount of plot, as it becomes clear that someone’s out to get Phoebe and possibly people around
her. Is it Arnie Meeks, the bad cop with pull in the department? Is it someone else? Who and why?
Set in Spring and Summer, the Georgia heat is almost a character as well. If you've never read a
book by Nora Roberts, this is a pretty good place to start. It has some of her trademark witty banter
between Phoebe and Duncan to offset the steadily increasing suspense if you don’t like too much

heart pounding, and it has passionate interludes if you do.

Lieutenant Phoebe MacNamara is woman, a mother, and a terrific daughter. But she is also one of
the best hostage negotiators around. Her record speaks for itself. She also teaches the cops in her
precinct about hostage negotiations and how to handle the situations. One cop has an issue with
female superiors. When Phoebe is attacked in a stairwell at police headquarters, handcuffed and
violated, She strongly suspects this cop and sets about to prove it. The cop is suspended. Little
things keep happening that are blamed on this cop. Dead animals found on Phoebe’s front porch.
Her boss is caught in an explosion. None of this makes sense. Meeks (the cop who attacked her) is
not the type of cop to do this type of aggression. Duncan is a multimillionaire who meets Phoebe
when she is called to talk down one of his employees down from wanting to jump off a roof of a
building. He was fired for embezzling from Duncan. Duncan is immediately attracted to Phoebe and

wants to pursue it. Phoebe has enough on her plate as a divorced mother with an agoraphobic



mother and a high stress job. The last thing she needs is the complication of a relationship. This
book slowly builds the suspense to its surprising conclusion. There are lots of memorable

characters in here, and lots of humor. A very good book worth reading.

However,
the plot is the biggest problem | have because it was weak at best, nonexistent at worst. Most of the
book was about Ben, Phoebe and her family with some hostage rescue taking place. It was towards
the end that it came out she was being stalked by a killer, not who had harassed her off and on
throughout the book. Also, all the people being in the same place, and not knowing each other, at
the end of book was totally unbelievable.Duncan was too good to be true. Rich, handsome, athletic,
smart honest, brave, etc. And loving Phoebe’s dysfunctional family (hers tops mine in the
dysfunctional which is hard to believe) and wanting to take on their problems from the beginning
isn’t very realistic.
