The book is broken up into four
parts:Part |I: Gathering the Churchln general this section focuses on expository preaching, prayer,
missions, membership and disciplinePart [I: When the Church GathersThis section focuses on
worship and the regulative principle of worship, the ordinances, the role of the pastor, etc.Part IlI:
Gathering EldersThis section focuses on things such as the biblical mandate for elders, the

searching for those men, staffing, etc.Part IV: When the Elders GatherThis section is very practical



and walks through how Dever’s church handles elder meetings and the role of the lead pastor in
those meetings. Very practical.All in all this is a great book. | do not agree with every aspect of it,
but those that | don’t agree with | never felt as though Dever was "pushing his convictions" but was
just putting them forth. This is great to see a man of God just showing the way their church do things
without purporting it as the ONLY way, but A way. Very encouraging to see and more understanding
of why Dever has been so successful in starting and maintaining the ministry of "Together for the
Gospel" with others that don’t see eye to eye with him on every aspect of the non-essentials.l would
very much like to see this book on the top of every list of books that pastors are ready and wanting
to read.
