Finally when the three of them chance to take a drink of water from a stream, Morris and

the deer realize that they have been mistaken. Wanting the last word, Morris brings a concluding bit

of humor to the tale when he declares that he did not make a mistake, "I made a MOOSEtake!"

Wiseman's illustrations are in a style similar to those in the other "Morris" titles. The images are



straightforward and simple with few details.
